A roadmap for all actions
necessary to take this challenge is included indfaét document of Polish Energy Policy

until 2040, published last year.

The goal of the Polish Energy Policy until 2040e8ergy security, while ensuring the

competitiveness of the economy, energy efficienagt eeducing the impact of the energy
sector on the environment, with optimal use of @mergy resources. As a one of eight policy

directions, the implementation of nuclear power basn indicated. The first nuclear reactor



with a capacity of approximately 1-1.5 GW will lmuhched by 2033, and the next five every
two years until 2043.

Poland has chosen this direction because nucleaerpglants ensure the stability of power
generation with practically zero emission of aiflg@ants and greenhouse gases. At the same
time, thanks to nuclear power, it will be possile diversify the structure of energy
production at a reasonable cost, which ensuresmatenergy security and competitiveness
of the economy.
