THIS QUARTER: The IAEA highlighted its progress on global collaboration and capacity building

UN HLPF SIDE EVENT during the United Nations High-Level Political Forum (HLPF) on Sustainable
Development, during a side event held on 8 July 2020. Hosted by the IAEA’s Ocean
Acidification International Coordination Centre (OA-ICC) in collaboration with the
NEW OA VIDEO PRODUCT Intergovernmental Oceanographic Commission of UNESCO (IOC-UNESCO), the side-
event highlighted success stories and discussed ways to advance capacity building in
support of the UN Decade of Ocean Science for Sustainable Development.
