The IAEA and the World Meteorological Organization (WMO) will announce their first-ever joint
technical cooperation project aimed at supporting Member States in using stable isotopes to
measure greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions and accurately determine their source.

The use of high-quality stable isotope measurements to generate data for GHG emissions
verification will support Member States’ efforts to meet their commitments made under the Paris
Climate Accord.
