You will find all official U.S. Embassies and
Consulates on this website. Approval of yourvisa may require additional administrative processing, which adds
additionaltimeto normal processing from thetime you submit an application. In orderto meet the proposed
arrivaldate, it isrecommended youapply foryourvisa as-soon-as-possible, at leastseveral weeks in advance of
yourtraveland earlier if possible. Please note that the wait times for B visas remains longas a result of the
pandemic. Ifyouapply andreceive a visaappointmentdate beyond that of the event, you canrequest an
expedited appointmentusingthe U.S. Embassy website where youapplied.
