I am very pleased to address all of you on the occasion of the 66th General Conference of the

International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA).

I congratulate you, Mr. President, on your assumption of the Presidency of the Sixty-Sixth

This initiative is
a unique occasion to bring together various nuclear industry stakeholders for the safe and
effective deployment of Small Modular Reactors (SMRs). [ would like to express our continued

commitment for this Initiative and our willingness to contribute.

sustainable development and carbon neutrality goals.

By ratifying the Joint Convention on the Safety of Spent Fuel Management and Radioactive
Waste Management in July, Tiirkiye is now a party to all international conventions in nuclear
field and submits compliance reports on a regular basis to promote transparency and confidence

building.
