
Seeds in Space Comic Contest 

Terms and Conditions 

1. The competition is open to nationals of IAEA Member States and FAO Member Nations.  

2. Participants may submit a single drawing in vertical A4 format for each of the six steps of the seeds’ 

journey (up to six drawings in total), which must be an original work by the participant (hereafter referred 

to as “drawing”). 

3. Only one submission (including one to six drawings illustrating one or more of the six steps) per individual 

is allowed. Any revision will not be possible after the drawing is officially submitted. 

4. Each drawing can be either a single A4 panel or multiple panels (two to six within the A4 format), with or 

without text and dialogues.  

5. Participants must be between 14 and 18 years old on the date of submission of the drawing and provide 

with their participation a signed parental consent form available here.  

6. Each drawing should be free of elements that may violate or infringe upon the copyright of any other 

person or organization. It is the responsibility of the participant and not of the IAEA to ensure that all 

content used in the drawing is free from copyright. Any infringing drawing will immediately be 

disqualified. 

7. By submitting the drawing, the participant agrees to assign to the IAEA all copyright in and to the drawing, 

including, but not limited to the right to publish, transmit, sell, distribute, modify, create derivative works 

and otherwise use the drawing in electronic and print versions throughout the world, in all languages and 

in all media of expression now known or later developed, and to licence or permit others to do so; and the 

participant certifies that no other rights have been granted which could conflict with the right hereby given 

to the IAEA.  

8. By submitting the drawing, the participant further agrees that the IAEA and FAO may publish the drawing 

together with the participant’s full name, age and nationality on the IAEA and FAO website, social media 

and other platforms.  

9. The submission e-mail should:  

• Be sent to seedsinspace@iaea.org 

• Have the drawing as an attachment, photos or scans should be 300 DPI (dots per inch) or higher 

• Have the signed parental consent form for minors, which is available on the next page, as an attachment 

• Contain the following information in the body of the e-mail:  

o Participant’s full name 

o Date of birth 

o Nationality 

o Country of residence 

o Journey step number(s) 

o Description of your work (200 words maximum)  

Data collected will not be shared further than outlined in these terms and conditions and the Comic Contest 

rules and kept only for the purpose of notifying and acknowledging the winner and the nominees and 

sending the prize, thereafter the data collected will be deleted. 

10. The deadline for submission is Sunday, 16 April 2023, at 11:59 PM (CET). Drawings submitted after this 

time will not be considered.  

11. The winners will be notified via the email address provided. If a winner does not get back to the IAEA 

within two weeks after notification, the prize will be forfeited. The prize will be sent free of charge to the 

winner at the address provided after feedback and confirmation.
