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Introduction 

Sealed radioactive sources (SRSs) are used extensively in industry, medicine, agriculture, and various 

research areas. A radioactive source that is no longer in use, or not intended to be used, for the practice for 

which an authorization has been granted, is deemed as disused. These Disused Sealed Radioactive Sources 

(DSRS) must be properly managed to ensure that the whole life cycle is safe and secure, as cost effective, 

and the impact to the environmental is minimized.  

The implementation of the IAEA Code of Conduct on the Safety and Security of Radioactive Sources (the 

Code) is helping national authorities in Member States to ensure that radioactive sources are used and 

managed within an appropriate framework of radiation safety and security. Paragraph 22 of the Code’s 

complementary Guidance on the Management of disused sealed radioactive sources states that “each State 

should ensure that disused sources to be stored in a long-term storage facility are conditioned as required 

by the regulatory body and comply with applicable acceptance criteria”. The same applies for other 

management options for DSRS (as disposal), the radioactive sources should be properly conditioned.   

The IAEA is drafting a technical document (under the Nuclear Energy Series) to provide guidance on the 

proper management of DSRS, with focus on the dismantling of nuclear gauges and devices and 

conditioning of the recovered radioactive sources.  
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Objectives 

The Technical Meeting will review and discuss national and international experiences in management of 

DSRS, with focus on the dismantling of category 3-5 nuclear gauges and devices and the conditioning of 

the recovered radioactive sources. The discussion will focus on national strategies implemented for 

managing DSRS, facilities, tools and methodologies for dismantling gauges and conditioning bare 

radioactive sources. The draft NES publication on conditioning of category 3-5 DSRS and the challenges 

encountered, and lessons learned captured by waste management organizations and regulators will also be 

discussed.  

Target Audience  

The target groups are users of radioactive sources, DSRS and radioactive waste operators, national 

regulators, sealed source manufacturers, and decision-makers at government level. The participants should 

have a thorough knowledge of the administrative and technical infrastructure to support the DSRS 

management programs. Participants are requested to prepare a brief presentation on experiences in the 

management, including the conditioning of category 3-5 DSRS.  

Working Language(s)  

English.
