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The extent to which nuclear energy can achieve its potential of contributing to peace,
health and prosperity throughout the world ultimately depends on the availability of
competent, qualified and capable human resources. The nuclear industry places very
rigorous demands on such resources due to the complexity of the technology and need for
highly educated and trained staff that must adhere to high standards of performance and
conduct.

This forum will include a panel of nuclear sector experts and strategic thinkers who will
discuss the future key challenges for human resource development necessary to support
the world’s future nuclear energy requirements. These include:

e Building and maintaining workforce competency across the full spectrum of
operations

e Economic challenges and the return on investment associated with human capital

e Workforce lifecycle needs and development requirements to meet the new
challenges

e Maximising ‘New Ways of Learning’ to improve education and training effectiveness

e The impact and opportunity of social media to contribute to human resource
development
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
