Plenary The Conference adopted the recommendations of the General
Sth meeting  Committee and resumed consideration of item 7 of the provisional
agenda, “General debate and Annual Report for 2018”. Statements
were made by New Zealand, Costa Rica, Thailand, Bulgaria,
El Salvador, Chile, Malta, India, Switzerland, Pakistan, Denmark,
Spain, Botswana, the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, Malaysia,
Greece, Paraguay, Turkey, Namibia, the Syrian Arab Republic,
Australia, Israel and Portugal.

Plenary The Conference resumed consideration of item 7 of the provisional
6th meeting agenda, “General debate and Annual Report for 2018”. Statements
were made by Bosnia and Herzegovina, Uganda, Ecuador, Mongolia,
the Republic of Moldova, Singapore, South Africa, Viet Nam, Serbia,
Kenya, the Philippines, the Plurinational State of Bolivia, Jamaica,
Guatemala, Senegal, the Sudan, Mexico, Kyrgyzstan, Montenegro,
Georgia, Myanmar, Mozambique, the Lao People’s Democratic
Republic and Afghanistan. The following Member States exercised
their rights of reply: the Islamic Republic of Iran, the Russian
Federation, Iraq and Ukraine.
