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THE TEXT OF THE INSTRUMENT CONCERNING THE AGENCY'S
ASSISTANCE TO ARGENTINA FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT

OF A TRAINING REACTOR PROJECT

A letter from the Resident Representative of the Federal
Republic of Germany to the Director General

On 21 December 1971 the Director General received a letter from the Resident
Representative of the Federal Republic of Germany to the Agency in connection with
the Agreement between the Agency and the Governments of Argentina and the Federal
Republic of Germany concerning the Agency's assistance for the establishment of a training
reactor project in Argentina [1 ]. The text of the letter is reproduced below for the
information of all Members [2 ].

"Vienna, 21 December 1971

"Following the verbal explanations given subsequent to the signing of the Agreement
between the International Atomic Energy Agency and the Governments of the Argentine
Republic and the Federal Republic of Germany for the Transfer of a Training Reactor and
Enriched Uranium therefor, which entered into force on March 13, 1970, and taking
opportunity of the declaration I made today in connection with an Agreement between
the International Atomic Energy Agency and the Governments of the United Mexican
States and the Federal Republic of Germany, I have the honour to declare on behalf of
my Government that the Agreement between the International Atomic Energy Agency and
the Governments of the Argentine Republic and the Federal Republic of Germany shall
also apply to Land Berlin with the effect from the date on which it entered into force.

"A similar declaration has been transmitted to the Government of the Argentine
Republic by the Ambassador of the Federal Republic of Germany at Buenos Aires.
