The Permanent Representative of the People’s Republic of China (PRC) to the
United Nations and Other I[nternational Organizations in Vienna presents his
compliments to the Director-General of the International Atomic Energy Agency

(IAEA) and has the honour to state the following:

China attaches importance to the multilateral non-proliferation regime. In the
nuclear field, China concluded with the [AEA the Agreement between PRC and the
IAEA for the Application of Safeguards in China in 1988; it signed the Additional
Protocol to the above Agreement in 1998 and completed its domestic legal procedures
for the entry-into-force of the Additional Protocol in 2002. It also acceded to the
Convention on the Physical Protection of Nuclear Materials in 1989 and established a
State System for the Accountancy and Control of Nuclear Materials. The Chinese
Government has submitted its application for the membership of the Nuclear
Suppliers Group (NSG). China will, once admitted into NSG, act in accordance with
the NSG Guidelines (as contained in INFCIRC/254/Part | and Part 2, including
Annexes, as amended) and duly exercise export control over nuclear and nuclear

dual-use items.

The Permanent Representative of the People’s Republic of China to the United
Nations and Other International Organizations in Vienna should be most grateful if the
Director-General of the IAEA could have this Note circulated to all Member States of

the IAEA.
