to the Parliaments and peoples of the world
in relation to the Kiev regime terrorist act against
the Kakhovka Hydroelectric Power Plant

The Federation Council of the Federal Assembly of the Russian
Federation was outraged at the information about a new crime committed by the
Kiev regime — the blowing up of the Kakhovka Hydroelectric Power Plant,
which led to a large-scale environmental disaster. The rising water level
downstream the Dnieper River has resulted in the flooding of dozens of
settlements, and thousands of people are being evacuated. Huge damage has
been done to the ecosystem of the estuary of the Dnieper River, the water
supply of the Republic of Crimea has been hampered, and agricultural lands in
the Kherson Region have been flooded.

In October 2022, the Russian Federation warned the United Nations
Secretary General and the United Nations Security Council about the threat of
such terrorist attack. The Kiev regime, assured of its impunity, went ahead with
this crime. Aware of the impossibility to seize the territories of the new
constituent entities of the Russian Federation using military force, the Ukrainian
leadership decided to cause maximum damage to those who had made a free
choice in favour of reunification with Russia in the September 2022
referendum.

The existence of plans to commit an act of terrorism is evidenced by

repeated shelling of the Kakhovka Hydroelectric Power Plant by the Ukrainian



armed forces in 2022, as well as the opening of the Dnepropetrovsk
Hydroelectric Power Plant floodgates, which caused the water level in the
Kakhovka reservoir to rise to a critical level.

It is clear that the Ukrainian leadership's willingness to carry out heinous
acts against civilians is supported by Western “curators”, who automatically
assign responsibility for any crimes by Kiev to the Russian side. And now a
campaign of disinformation and spreading lies has begun in the media in order
to blame Russia for blowing up the Kakhovka Hydroelectric Power Plant.

The same sources previously accused Russia of the strikes on the Nord
Stream pipelines, despite published authoritative independent investigations
suggesting that the United States and its satellites were behind the crime. With
their connivance, it still remains officially unsolved. It is clear that the same
forces will do everything possible to conceal the truth about the true
perpetrators of the terrorist attack on the Kakhovka Hydroelectric Power Plant.

The Federation Council of the Federal Assembly of the Russian
Federation declares that all responsibility for the terrorist act at the Kakhovka
Hydroelectric Power Plant lies with the Kiev regime and the States of the
collective West, which are covering its crimes and are thus complicit in all the
illegal actions of the Ukrainian authorities that are completely dependent on
them.

The Russian Senators note that this is not the first time the Secretariat of
the United Nations avoids a substantive discussion of the Kiev regime crimes,
referring to the lack of information, as allegedly was the case of the Zaporozhye
Nuclear Power Station.

In the opinion of the Federation Council of the Federal Assembly of the
Russian Federation, the terrorist act at the Kakhovka Hydroelectric Power Plant
committed by Ukrainian armed groups is a flagrant violation of international
law and insists on establishing the circumstances of the barbaric attack on the

Kakhovka Hydroelectric Power Plant, full compensation for lives lost and



damage to health of the citizens of the Russian Federation and their property, as
well as the region’s environment.

The Federation Council of the Federal Assembly of the Russian
Federation calls upon parliaments of the world to give a principled assessment
of yet another crime of the Kiev regime and focus efforts on the prevention of

new acts of international terrorism.
