It i s g e n e r a l l y r e c o g n i z e d that the l a c k of adequate 
r u l e s and a c c e p t e d de f in i t ions of l i a b i l i t y in the c a s e 
of n u c l e a r a c c i d e n t s c o n s t i t u t e s a s e r i o u s drawback 
t o the g r o w t h of the a t o m i c e n e r g y indus try . T h i s 
a p p l i e s both t o nat ional under tak ings and, m o r e p a r ­
t i c u l a r l y , t o b i l a t e r a l or in ternat iona l o p e r a t i o n s 
s u c h a s t h o s e c a r r i e d out under the a u s p i c e s of 
IAEA. T h e p r o b l e m s wi l l g r o w e v e n m o r e c o m p l i c a t ­
ed if c o u n t r i e s adopt d i f fer ing s t a n d a r d s . 

The in i t ia l p r o g r a m m e of IAEA t h e r e f o r e s t r e s s e s 
the n e e d for the e s t a b l i s h m e n t of in ternat iona l 
s t a n d a r d s and def in i t ions of a r e a s of r e s p o n s i b i l i t y 
which would do m u c h to h a r m o n i z e nat ional p r a c t i ­
c e s now be ing f o r m u l a t e d in m a n y c o u n t r i e s . 

In o r d e r to in i t iate 
s t u d i e s of th i s p r o b ­
l e m , the D i r e c t o r 
G e n e r a l h a s d e c i d e d 
t o c a l l a number of 
e x p e r t s , r e p r e s e n t i n g 
v a r i o u s l e g a l s y s t e m s , 
t o g e t h e r , and entrus t 
t h e m with the ta sk 
of e x a m i n i n g t h i s 
ques t ion . He h a s 
appointed A m b a s s a d o r 
P a u l Ruegger (Swi tzer -
land) a s C h a i r m a n of 
the pane l .
