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SUMMARY OF MEETINGS
held on Wednesday, 18 September 2024

The Conference resumed consideration of item 7 of the agenda, “General debate and Annual
Report for 20237, and statements were made by the delegates of Finland, Georgia, Lao People’s
Democratic Republic, Peru, Spain, Ecuador, Romania, Guatemala, Bangladesh, Algeria, Chile,
Nicaragua, Kuwait, Cyprus, Belarus, Tunisia, Paraguay, Oman, Mozambique, Malta, Greece,
New Zealand and the United Arab Emirates.

The Committee considered item 23 of the agenda, “Promotion of Efficiency and Effectiveness
of TAEA Decision Making Process’’, and agreed to provide the report by the Chair of the
Committee on the discussions to the Plenary.

Police Organization (INTERPOL), the Comprehensive Nuclear Test-Ban Treaty Organization
(CTBTO), the ITER Organization, the Agency for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin
America and the Caribbean (OPANAL), the Brazilian-—Argentine Agency for Accounting and
Control of Nuclear Materials (ABACC) and the Arab Atomic Energy Agency (AAEA).
